Certain decorative items, such as the glass-filled earrings from
the 4th century AD, are vividly reminiscent of the finds from the
kurgan of a Hunnic warrior from Jakuszowice near Kazimierza
Wielka in the Little Poland region, providing a link between
local inhabitants with the peoples of the Caucasus at the time of
the great migration of peoples. This was recalled in 19th-century
Romantic historiography, according to which ancestors of the
Slavs came from the mountains of the Caucasus.
