Cennym $wiadectwem $redniowiecznej sztuki sakralnej jest
emaliowany medalion ze $w. Demetriuszem, ktéry wraz

z kilkunastoma innymi zdobit niegdys ikone Archaniota Gabriela
w monasterze Dzumati. Kilka podobnych ikon, réwniez
zdobionych tego typu obiektami, zostato pod koniec XIX w.
zniszczonych, a medaliony trafity najpierw do prywatnej kolekg;ji
rosyjskiego arystokraty Michata Botkina, a nastepnie do muzeoéw
na catym $wiecie: dziewiec¢ z dwunastu zachowanych obiektow -
do Metropolitan Museum w Nowym Yorku, jeden - do Paryza
(Muzeum Luwru) i jeden - do Tbilisi (Muzeum Narodowe).

A valuable testimony to the sacred art of the medieval period is
the enamel medallion with St Demetrius, which, along with

a dozen or so other pieces, once adorned the icon of the
Archangel Gabriel at the Jumati monastery. Several similar icons,
also decorated with enamel medallions, were destroyed towards
the end of the 19th century, while the medallions found their way
through the private collection of Russian aristocrat Mikhail Botkin
to museums around the world: nine of the twelve medallions
going to the Metropolitan Museum in New York, one to Paris

(the Louvre), and one to Tbilisi (the National Museum).
